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GUIDELINES AND CONDITIONS PERTAINING TO THE REBATE PROVISION FOR the importation of mango juice concentrate (2009.89.50)
1.
PURPOSE

1.1
The purpose of this document is to provide a reference and procedural guide for the application for a permit in terms rebate provision 460.04/2009.89/01.06 for the importation of mango juice concentrate (2009.89.50). The rebate provision reads as follows: “Mango juice concentrate, with a Brix value exceeding 25, classifiable in tariff subheading 2009.80.10, at such times, and under such conditions as the International Trade Administration Commission of SA may allow by specific permit.”

2.
SCOPE

2.1
The scope of this document covers the application process by applicants for a permit in terms of the above mentioned rebate provision.

3.
THE PURPOSE OF THE REBATE

3.1
The purpose of the rebate item shall be to assist SACU (South African Custom Union) mango juice concentrate processors and mango juice processors when the SACU mango production cannot satisfy the quantities required by the downstream mango juice concentrate processors.

4.
APPLICATION 
4.1
Applications for rebate permits must be addressed to the Chief Commissioner, International Trade Administration Commission, Private Bag X 753, Pretoria or delivered by hand to the DTI Campus (Block E), 77 Meintjies Street, Sunnyside, Pretoria, 0002.    

4.2
Applications for permits must be submitted according to the requirements reflected in the attached application form (See Annexure A).  If the space provided in the application form is insufficient, please use the format of the application form to submit the requested information.

4.3
If all the information requested in the application form is not submitted, the application is deficient and will not be considered, and it will be returned to the applicant.

4.4
At least twenty working days must be allowed for the processing of rebate permit applications and the issuing of the rebate permit. 
4.5
The rebate permit will be valid for period as decided upon by ITAC and should ideally fall between the end of one season and the beginning of the following season that is between May and November.

4.6
Rebate permits may not be transferred in any manner by the holder thereof, to any other person, or be used to the benefit of any person, not named in the permits.
5.
CONDITIONS
5.1
Only the SACU mango juice concentrate producers and mango juice producers including downstream mango juice blenders and packers will qualify for a permit under this rebate provision.

5.2
Only after mango volumes destined for juicing falls below 15 000 tons of fresh fruit, permits will be issued.
5.3 
Permits, in consultation with the National Agricultural Marketing Council and South African Subtropical Growers’ Association, will only be issued once local production of mango juice concentrate has been purchased. National Agricultural Marketing Council and the South African Subtropical Growers’ Association will be given 7 working days to respond to the request for the issuing of permits.

5.4
Where possible the application form must be accompanied by a letter with a date, not older than 30 days from the date of application, from the local mango juice concentrate producers as proof that the local producers cannot supply sufficient quantities of the product in question. The original letter needs to be submitted with the application form.  
5.5
Should after receipt of the National Marketing Agricultural Council and South African Subtropical Growers’ Association response, or in absence of them responding, information be available that reflects that the mango juice concentrate processors are reasonably unable to supply the required quantity of mango juice concentrate, ITAC will be able to issue a permit with or despite agreement to do so by the National Agricultural Marketing Council and South African Subtropical Growers’ Association.
5.6 
Any request for an amendment of a rebate permit must be forwarded to ITAC for consideration. Amendments will only be considered in the instance where there was and error by ITAC on permit;
Note: No amendments of the statistical unit (quantity or value), which was applied for, will be considered – a new application has to be submitted in such instances together with the original previous permit. 

5.7
Should any party displace a permit, the applicant should submit an affidavit on a company letterhead endorsed by a Commissioner of Oath, stating that the application was lost.  ITAC will issue a new permit.  Should the lost permit be found the applicant should return such a permit to ITAC.

5.8 
Non-compliance to the conditions of permits: 

If there is a reason to believe that any condition of a permit issued in terms of this rebate provision is not complied with, the consignment in terms of which the rebate was used can be seized by ITAC. If non-compliance is detected, appropriate steps will be taken in terms of the International Trade Administration Act and the Customs and Excise Act that can include, criminal charges, withdrawal of the permit or permits concerned and/or the rejection of future applications for permits.
